	 (includes cooking pots and pans, utensils, candles, soap, water containers and mosquito nets) 
	 Seeds and tools for farming       	 - $190 each

Please, tell other members in your congregation. Tell your neighbours.  
We can deliver these supplies directly to the people in greatest need.
