I was immediately struck by the name: Morne Longue. Quite literally it means:  
the place God turned His back on. Ironically, the community is located in the  
Caribbean. Most of us conjure images of lush foliage, sweet fruit and vacations. 

But Morne Longue is a village in Grenada that very few vacationers ever set  
eyes on. 

The village suffers with horrific poverty and brokenness. Then, almost as if to  
prove that God has indeed turned His back on the people of Morne Longue,  
they were pummeled by Hurricane Ivan in 2004. 

Ivan destroyed 80% of the country’s infrastructure and an estimated 28,000  
houses were reduced to rubble. Entire communities were left reeling in the wake  
of terror. Through your support ERDO was able to help bring relief at a time  
when the people were in despair.

But I can’t help but think of the children in that community and the psychological  
impact on them. Little boys and girls watched in horror as Ivan wiped out their  
homes, crushing any earthly possessions they had. Dolls, toy cars, children’s books  
and the rest of their already meagre belongings were swept away by the horrific  
force of violence leaving them with almost nothing. 

Today Morne Longue faces huge challenges. With what little they have they are  
diligently attempting to rebuild their community. One of their greatest needs is  
providing opportunities for their children to attend school. 

Many children are simply waiting in line. They hope for an opportunity to learn  
to read and write but without the money to pay for tuition, uniforms or school  
books, many have lost hope.
